The August gathering will include morning worship at 9:30 a.m. at the Gazebo in Pump 
House Park as well as a host of activities and food as we live into the story of Jesus and 
Peter walking on the w ater.   

 
I pray that your summer includes moments of relaxation, family gatherings, times 
outside the norm, and the joy of Sabbath rest and worship and praise.  I look forward to 
seeing you on Sunday mornings.

From the Ridge    July 2011 

The Ridge seems so far away today. My friends Ian and Daniel are with 

me in Danville every day now.  We represent Ian’s Lutheran Theological 

Seminary at Philadelphia and Daniel’s and my Lutheran Theological 

Seminary at Gettysburg. We are part of a Summer Chaplain Intern Team 

at Geisinger Medical Center. We three had competed to secure the highly coveted Geisinger 

appointments. We knew that work at this large trauma center would be rigorous but would give us a 

valuable edge for our CPE experience. That’s Clinical Pastoral Education, and it’s part of the prescribed 

path toward what we pray will be eventual ordination as pastors in the ELCA. We are bone tired at the 

end of our training days….and nights. Our intensive classes run full tilt on Tuesdays, Wednesdays and 

Thursdays. And every day there are grueling demanding duty assignments, including multiple   required 

24 hour shifts. Yes, tired to the bone we are. But, it’s amazing how tolerable and yes, even exhilarating it 

can all be at the same time. We cannot do this without God’s Spirit within us or without support from so 

many loved ones. What is superbly incredible to me is the support we three so naturally now find 

ourselves giving each other. These young men and I are truly a remarkable team. I could not function 

without them. I love them deeply. They will have many more years certainly than I to apply what we are 

learning here, but for now this raw, rugged, no nonsense learning arena into which we are thrown every 

day is shaping us into what we need to become.  We are a booster shot or sounding board for each other 

as needed. In one way or another, we empower each other every day amid the blood and guts of suffering 

around us in this place as we minister together in the name of Jesus Christ. I suspect that there are Ians 

and Daniels in your life also: Thank them.  And don’t be afraid to give them a spontaneous hug and tell 

them that you love them.
